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Berlin, the German capital, is renowned for its exceptional variety of attractions, its flourishing cultural scene and
a way of life that's both fast-paced and relaxed. Our visit emphasizes the modernity of this city of 3.5 million
residents, in contrast with the history of the city under the Nazis and then under the Communists.

The journey continues to Leipzig and to Dresden, both cities with long histories which became part of East
Germany after World War Il. Students will gain a great appreciation for German culture and history on this trip, as
well as a lifetime of memories!

Day City Highlights
1 Airborne Meet your Program Director at the airport for an overnight flight to Germany!

Upon arrival, students navigate to our hotel in central Berlin. Check out the S-Bahn and U-Bahn systems,

2 Berlin practice basic map skills, and explore the neighborhoods around the hotel.
